The Policy of the Scientific Journal Potravinárstvo 
1. To publish articles from the following areas including: food hygiene, food safety, food toxicology, food technology, food quality, adulteration of food, health and nutrition, primary production of food.

2. To publish Articles meeting the criteria of a scientific article, including the compilation of articles. 
3. To be respectful to each author.  
4. To make no differences between the authors of articles. 
5. To make no differences between institutions, universities and departments from which the authors of published articles came from.
6. To ensure transparency in the process from income article to editorial to its publication in the magazine.
7. To ensure confidentiality and transparency on the peer-review process of articles.
8. To ensure free access to readers of the magazine in electronic form. 


The Objectives of the Scientific Journal Potravinárstvo in 2011
1. To increase the proportion of articles in English about 25%.
